Animal Welfare Board of India Rules.

Identification and recordings.

Dog bite complaints.

Suspected rabid dogs.

Euthanasia for street dogs.

Disposal of Carcasses.

Guidelines for Dog owners.

. Application of Rules where local bye-laws / Act

exist.

Getting 50% funds from Animal Welfare Board of

India for conducting ABC/AR Programme in all

Municipalities. (only till further instructions until
